Forms are available at the Middleton and Cross Plains Libraries, Middleton Cycle and at the Town Hall.

TREE BRANCH PICKUP

Tree branches will be picked up on the 3rd Wednesday of April, May, June, September and October but not in July or August Place armful size bunches of branches (wood only-no garden plants, weeds, corn stalks, etc.) at the edge of the road with the trunk ends facing the road. Do not pile up the bunches-spread them out. You do not need to shorten the branches; the chipper will pull in long pieces. 

If you would like to receive a load of chipped wood call the Town Hall or ask Randy or Bill when you see them chipping branches.

SPRING ELECTION-APRIL 3rd

The Town Hall will be open Tuesday, April 3rd, for voting from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. Applications to Vote Absentee by mail have to be requested by 5:00 p.m. Friday March 30. The deadline for voting an Absentee Ballot in the Clerk’s Office in 5:00 p.m. Monday, April 2, 2001.


There are contested elections for Dane County Executive and Superintendent of Public Instruction. There are uncontested local elections for Town Chair, Town Supervisor Seats 1 & 2 and Joint Municipal Court Judge.

ANNUAL, TOWN BOARD, PLAN COMMISSION AND PARKS COMMISSION MEETINGS 

The Annual Town Meeting will be held Tuesday, April 10 at 7:00 p.m. The Town Board meets regularly on the 1st and 3rd Mondays (the Board is considering switching to Tuesdays during the summer months), the Plan Commission meets on the 1st Wednesday and the Parks Commission meets on the 2nd Monday. All meetings are at the Town Hall and start at 6 p.m. unless otherwise noticed. Notices and minutes are posted at the Town Hall, Hare’s Towne Bowl, Middleton Public Library, Paul’s and the Kwik-Trip on Mineral Point Road. 

PARK SHELTER RESERVATION & TOWN HALL RENTAL


Residents can reserve use of a park shelter ($25) or rent the Town Hall ($40). Homeowner Associations, youth groups and charitable organizations can use the facilities at no charge. In most situations a security deposit is required. Call 833-5887 to reserve your date.


If a park shelter is not reserved it is available for use on a first come-first served basis.

REAL ESTATE TAXES



After January 31, the Town does not collect Real Estate Taxes. After that date all real Estate Taxes are payable to Dane County. The County will send notices of the amount due. Payment of the second half of taxes is due July 31. If payment is made after that date interest is calculated from Feb 1, through the month of payment.

DOG LICENSES

All dogs over 5 months old must be licensed. Licenses will be issued upon receipt of payment and an application with the date of the dog’s last rabies shot and the expiration date of the rabies vaccine. The license fee is $3.50 for a spayed or neutered animal and $8.50 for others. Anyone with more than 3 dogs must have a Kennel License.  LIST TOWN of MIDDLETON on TAX FORMS, AUTO REGISTRATIONS, ETC.

The Town receives State aid based on estimates of our population. The estimates are calculated from tax forms and car registrations. Make sure that TOWN (not the City) of MIDDLETON is listed as your residence on all forms.

MIDDLETON AQUATIC CENTER

The Town of Middleton contributes $25,000 per year toward the Aquatic Center in the City of Middleton. Please, make use of that facility.

BURNING PERMITS

It is permissible to burn dry leaves, dried grass and non-treated wood. Town Ordinance requires you to call the Middleton Fire District at 827-1090 to obtain a permit. Please, avoid being a nuisance by not burning wet material that will produce excessive smoke and by checking the wind strength and direction before you burn. Be Responsible-Burn Responsibly.

GRASS CLIPPINGS & NON-WOODY MATERIAL

Mow high and often and grass clippings are not a problem. They dry up and break down naturally in the lawn. If you must accumulate them, do not throw them in the garbage or on someone else’s property. Take them to a compost site. Dane County maintains compost sites at the old Dane County-Verona Landfill adjacent to the Badger Prairie Health Care Center, at the Westport Site at 5254 State Highway 19 and at the Lake Farm Site. For more info regarding composting call 266-4139.

GARBAGE, RECYCLING & OTHER WASTE

Waste Management is the contractor that handles garbage and recycling for the Town. The cost is charged in arrears to homeowner on their tax bill. The cost in 2001 will be approximately $120. 

Pickup is on Friday except for weeks containing Memorial, Independence, Labor, Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Years Days. In those weeks, pickup is on Saturday. Garbage and recycling has to be out at the edge of the street by 7:00 a.m. to assure removal. 

For a fee Waste Management (273-2500) or Gary’s Appliance (221-1150) will take appliances.

Dane County maintains a landfill across from the Yahara Golf Course-call 838-9555.  Hazardous material should be taken to the Cleansweep Center at 2302 Fish Hatchery Road. Call 294-5358. Check out www.co.dane.wi.us/pubworks/recyc.htm. for more information about recycling additional materials.
