Middleton-Cross Plains School District Referendum – On October 11, voters in the Middleton-Cross Plains School District will have the opportunity to vote on four questions relating to construction and/or expansion of schools.  See the District mailings and the Middleton Times-Tribune for detailed information.


Pioneer Park Tennis Courts – Two new doubles tennis courts at Pioneer Park (next to the Town Hall on West Old Sauk Road) are almost complete!  We anticipate that the courts will be ready for use by August 16th.  If you would like to reserve court-time, you may do so by calling the Town Office at 833-5887.  There is a $10 fee for a reservation for a two-hour slot.  When not reserved, the courts are available on a first-come, first-served basis.  If others are waiting to use the courts, please limit playing time to one hour.

City of Middleton Aquatic Center – The pool is located at 2400 Park Lawn Place in the City of Middleton.  Their phone number is 836-3450.  Town residents receive a discount on admission and programs at the pool.

Use of Park Shelters, Athletic Fields and the Town Hall – The meeting room in the Town Hall, park shelters and ball fields can be reserved by calling the Town Office at 833-5887.  Homeowner’s Associations, youth groups and non-profit organizations may use the facilities at no charge.  There is a small fee for all others.  Reservations are on a first-come, first-served basis.
Lost & Found – In the Town Office we have a small collection of shoes, jackets and other items that have been found in the Town Parks.  Check the Town website for the list of found items and give us a call if you think one of the items listed is yours.

Garbage/Recycle Pickup – Please allow at least 4 feet of space around each cart to allow for automated pick-up.  If the contents of the cart are packed too tightly, they can become jammed and not empty into the truck.  This can be a particular problem with cardboard.  If you have more cardboard than will fit into your recycle cart, you may bring it to the dumpster behind the Town Office.  Please deposit the flattened cardboard into the covered recycle dumpster, not the open yard-waste containers.

Grass Clippings, Leaves & Non-Woody Material - The Town is currently offering a yard waste drop-off program. A dumpster is located at the Pioneer Road entrance to the Town Garage (behind the Town Office) for disposal of yard waste.  No containers, bags or woody materials should be placed in the dumpster.   If you have stumps or landscape stones to dispose of, you may place them by the sign outside the dumpster.  

Disposal of Appliances and other Bulk Items – Appliances and other items that are too large to fit into the trash carts can be picked up by Green Valley Disposal for a small fee.  Please contact Green Valley directly at 251-7878 to make arrangements for pick up.  Gary’s Appliance, 221-1150, also will pick up appliances for a fee.  The Dane County landfill, located across from the Yahara Golf Course accepts many kinds of waste, with a fee based on weight.  The Dane County Landfill information line is 267-1504.  

Hazardous materials such as oil-based paints, household and lawn chemicals and some batteries are accepted by Operation CleanSweep at 2302 Fish Hatchery Road in the City of Madison.  For further information, call CleanSweep at 294-5366 or visit their website at www.danecountycleansweep.com.  

Free Bulk Pickup Days - Two times per year, at no charge, Green Valley Disposal will pick up bulk items and excess trash that will not fit into your garbage cart.  Your next free bulk pickup day will be October 4th or 5th, depending on which is your regular trash day.  If you have questions about what items Green Valley will pick up on those days, please call them directly at 251-7878.

Branch Pickup - The Town picks up and chips branches, up to 8” diameter, generated by residents pruning their own trees. Branch pickup starts on the first and third Monday of each month, now through November.  Please have your branches out by the road early on those Mondays.  Depending on the volume of brush left out for pickup, it can take from two to four days for the crew to complete pickup and chipping throughout the entire Town.   If you would like a load of chips delivered to your home, please call the Town Office.

The Crew has asked that we thank you for your cooperation in the brush program.  They have said that residents have been attentive to making sure the branches aren’t mounded into enormous heaps that make them difficult to pick up.   THANK YOU!
Burn Permits - Call the Middleton Fire District weekdays at 827-1090 to obtain a permit.

Road and Driveway Regulations – Town Ordinances prohibit obstructions (planters, stones, posts, etc.) in the road right of way (“roads” are not just the paved area; roads include the ditches, and are a minimum of 66 feet wide).  Ordinances also prohibit driveway concrete within 3 feet of the edge of the pavement, walls at the end of the driveway culverts and limit the width of driveways.  Please call the Town before you replace a culvert or finish or re-do your driveway.  
Dane County Sheriff’s Office News Release - The Dane county Sheriff’s Office wants to remind residents of rural Dane county to be mindful of their pets.  The Sheriff’s Office continues to investigate numerous complaints regarding dogs at large, barking dogs, and dogs chasing bicycles and/or vehicles on the roadway.  In some instances, bicyclists have sustained injuries after being chased by a dog.  

Fines for the following ordinance violations will be enforced if necessary and can be costly.

47.16 (1)
Failure to obtain a dog license
$150.00

47.17 (1)
Allowing a dog to run at large
$150.00 - $367.00

47.19 (1)
Keeping a barking dog

$131.40 - $243.00

These laws are in place for the safety of your dog, as well as the general public.  Please be courteous to your neighbors and others using our roadways by keeping your dog leashed or restrained when outside.  If you need to report a violation, please call the Dane County Sheriff’s non-emergency number (608) 266-4948.

Dog Licenses - All dogs over 5 months old must be licensed.   Licensing is done at the Town Office.  Please bring your dog’s rabies vaccination information with you.
